Memphis Botanic Garden’s largest plant sale of the year features a
huge assortment of perennials, annuals, tropicals, herbs, shrubs,
and trees. Expert Garden staff and Master Gardeners will be on-
hand to assist with your purchases and plant care tips. Custom
potting will be available by Rick Pudwell along with many
specialty garden items. Proceeds from plant sales directly support
the educational and horticultural growth of the Garden. A
delicious lunch will be served by Fratelli’s in The Garden located
in the Memphis Botanic Garden.

The Gardens - What's in Bloom?
The Memphis Botanic Garden is a beautiful place to visit any time
of year. Even when few plants are in bloom, the solitude and peace
in the Japanese Garden of Tranquility are uplifting throughout the
winter months. During the high heat of summer, the Woodland
Garden offers a welcome, cooler escape. All year long you will
find seasonal annuals throughout the garden-from unique tropical
species in the summer to the first pansies in late-winter. The
following is a guide to blooms, but by no means represents all the
pleasures the gardens have to offer in all seasons.

April

Azaleas and dogwood are often at their peak during the second and
third weeks in April; these bloom throughout Azalea Trail and the
grounds. Look also for the delicate blooms of the American and
Chinese Fringe Trees (Sensory Garden). The Iris Garden features
many blooms in late April. Start keeping your eye on the Butterfly
Garden for blooms that last throughout the summer and into the
fall. Most spirea is in bloom by late April/ early May and you'll
also find flowering Virginia Willow and Mock Orange. In late
April you may also spot the first hardy water lilies in the Water
and Sensory gardens, and the first roses appear in the Sensory and
Rose gardens.

" Known as "The Valley of the Vapors" and "The

Spa City", water gushes from the mountainside at a constant 143’
degrees. Relaxing, medicinal, and revitalizing....this resort town in
the Ouachita Mountains has lured American Indian Tribes,
gangsters Al Capone and Bugs Moran, and millions of visitors to
enjoy shopping, art galleries, museums, and world famous
"Bathhouse Row". It is also known as Bill Clinton's boyhood
town.

Upon arrival you will enjoy a guided walking tour of Garvan
Woodland Gardens, a 210 acre wooded peninsula on Lake
Hamilton that has been transformed into a world-class botanical
garden. See hundreds of thousands of plantings and spectacular
water features and bridges. The Japanese garden ranked 8th best in
America by the Journal of Japanese Gardening. For an added fee,
you can ride in a golf cart driven by a GWG staff member or
trained volunteer. Each golf cart can take 3 or 5 passengers and is
available on a first come first served basis. Enjoy lunch (on your
own) at the Chipmunk Café, which is an outdoor concession that
serves sandwiches, hot dogs, soups, salads, and more.

Following the garden tour, check-in to the Embassy Suites located
at 400 Convention Boulevard. After a short manager’s reception
at the hotel, you are invited to stroll Historic Central Avenue and
enjoy the Antique/Boutique Walk. 1t is one of Hot Springs” most
popular destination and is held the 3rd Friday of each month from
4 — 8 p.m. for an evening of fun, shopping, and entertainment. The
hotel provides shuttle service to the historical area. Later, enjoy a
delicious dinner at Belle Arti Italian Ristorante nestled in Hot
Springs historical bathhouse district.  (Dinner)

Arkansas State University has been instrumental in the restoration
of the home Paul and Mary Pfeiffer, parents of Ernest
Hemingway’s second wife, Pauline. Her parents were prominent
citizens of Northeast Arkansas and owned over 60,000 acres of
land.

During the 1930’s, the barn was converted to give Hemingway
privacy for writing while visiting Piggott.  Portions of one of his
most famous novels, A Farewell to Arms, were written in this
studio.

Day 1: Rapid City, South Dakota - Tour Begins

Rapid City is the gateway to some of the most intriguing and
beautiful attractions in America. Experience the authentic west
when you visit the inspirational memorials of spectacular Mt.
Rushmore and visionary Crazy Horse. Delight in the tranquility of
the Black Hills, Badlands and Custer State Park. (Dinner included)

Day 2: Rapid City - Keystone - Rapid City

Travel back to a time when steam locomotives and railroads were
the primary form of transportation in America. Your journey
between Hill City and Keystone on an 1880's train transforms you
into an early American riding the rails in hopes of finding a new
future. Later, a short ride brings you to Mount Rushmore, whose
four figures carved in stone represent the first 150 years of
American history. Stroll along the Presidential Trail, providing the
closest access to the sculpture. (Breakfast included)

Day 3: Rapid City - Crazy Horse - Custer - Rapid City

Today you visit Crazy Horse Memorial, the world’s largest
sculpture still in progress. The memorial includes the Indian
Museum of North America, Native American Cultural Center, the
sculptor’s studio, and an orientation center and theaters. Many
Native American artists and craftspeople create their works at the
memorial and are on hand to discuss the influence of their culture
on their art. Then, travel through 14 miles of magnificent rock
formations on the Needle Highway*. Its curving rock tunnels and
steep rock spires provide a breathtaking backdrop. Later, drive
through Custer State Park where a band of bighorn sheep, a herd of
majestic elk, or buffalo may be sighted! Tonight, enjoy dinner at a
wonderful local restaurant with a lovely view of picturesque
Canyon Lake. (Breakfast and Dinner included)

Day 4: Rapid City - Deadwood - Rapid City

Learn about Black Hills gold on a tour through Mt. Rushmore
Black Hills Gold and Diamond Factory...here you’ll see skilled
artisans handcraft South Dakota’s official state jewelry. Then, visit
Prairie Edge, a Plains Indian store and museum filled with native
art, crafts and jewelry. Created by hand, their work remains
faithful to the Plains Indian spirit and tradition. Next, travel to
Deadwood, a rollicking, rambling western town named as a
national historic landmark. Authentic recreations of turn-of-the-
century street lamps light the way through accurately restored
architecture. Upon arrival, a local guide will introduce you to the
history of the city including a visit to Mount Moriah Cemetery and
Kevin Costner’s TaTanka: “Story of the Bison,” an interpretive
center that depicts the relationship of bison and man through
interactive exhibits. Journey through an authentic Lakota
encampment where everything from tepees to live Lakota
interpreters offers a snapshot of Indian life during the height of the
buffalo culture in 1840. Enjoy time at leisure in Deadwood where
gold, gambling and gunpowder were the three key ingredients that
created this town in 1876. (Breakfast and dinner included)

Day 5: Rapid City - Pine Ridge - Hot Springs - Rapid City
Journey to the town of Pine Ridge to see the works of the Collette
Foundation*. In partnership with the SuAnne Big Crow Boys &
Girls Club, the Collette Foundation is providing much needed after
school programming for the Native American youth. During your
stop you will learn a bit about the history of the region and the
native youth population. Later today, travel to Hot Springs to see
the Black Hills Wild Horse Sanctuary to view America as it was
300 years ago. Experience a guided tour through part of this
endless prairie of 11,000 acres, where over 400 wild horses run
free. You’ll also see Indian petroglyphs over 10,000 years old, a
prairie dog town, an authentic Native American Sun Dance site,
and the movie set from the classic, Crazy Horse. (Breakfast
included)

Day 6: Rapid City - Badlands - Wall - Rapid City
Start your day with a visit to Badlands National Park. Upon arrival,
make a stop at the visitor’s center to view its informative exhibits
and displays as well as see a video introducing you to this area.
The Badlands loop is a marvel of vibrant colors and rock
formations caused by mineral deposits. Next, enjoy a stop at Wall
Drug, an authentic store from 1936, where there is time for lunch
and browsing. This evening, enjoy a wonderful dinner at the K Bar
S Lodge, nestled in the woods of Keystone. The comforts of home
and warm hospitality combine with fine food, good drink and
plenty of interesting conversation with your hosts. (Breakfast and
Dinner included)
